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Welcome to the Cay Cargo division!

With the increased cargo demand on Cayman Airways Virtual passenger flights and the inability to increase the cargo volume available due to our heavy passenger loads, the Cay Cargo division has expanded to include both scheduled and non-scheduled dedicated cargo aircraft and service to meet the demand.


After an exhausting search for an ideal base of operations to meet our customer’s demands and after countless negotiations with several airport management groups, we have decided on opening up the first Cay Cargo hub at KFLL – Ft. Lauderdale/Hollywood, Florida USA.   Our primary business will be transporting perishable goods and raw materials as well as consumer goods from the Caribbean to the Southeast US and returning to the Caribbean with high tech items, manufactured parts, and consumer goods.  In addition, we will also be running an on demand parcel service where customers may ship parcels and packages anywhere within our dedicated cargo network as well as our passenger network when space is available.

Standard Operating Procedures:
As a subsidiary of Cayman Airways Virtual, and a member of the Cayman Airways Virtual Corporation, all of the SOPs’ rules and regulations apply to Cay Cargo operations.  The following Operational procedures outline the differences between flying a Cay Cargo flight and flying a flight in a different division.
VAFS:
To identify Cay Cargo flights in VAFS simply find flights that end in “C”.  For example, “CAY123C” KMSY KFLL would identify that particular flight as a Cay Cargo flight.
Vatsim:

Flying in the VATSIM environment for Cay Cargo is nearly identical to flying on VATSIM for any of the other Cayman Airways Virtual divisions with the exception of the flight plan remarks and call sign.  When flying for Cay Cargo we ask that you enter the following remarks in the flight plan form:

Call Sign=Speed Turtle // Cayman Virtual Airways // www.flycay.com

When communicating on frequency in VATSIM, please use the call sign “Speed Turtle” as in:

“Miami Center, Good Afternoon, Speed Turtle 123 is with you at FL340” 

The more you know:

This is the main difference in our online presence where typically you would be used to calling in as “CAY123” but now are calling in as “Speed Turtle 123”. Why Speed Turtle? A bit of humor to put it simply, turtles are not the most agile of creatures, far from it in fact. However, underwater, turtles are much more nimble then when they are on land, we have taken this and adapted it to our purposes. As “Sir Turtle” the signature turtle found on the front of all Cayman Airways aircraft is indeed a turtle, and flies in the air at hundreds of miles per hour, it seems only appropriate to use a Call Sign such as this. 

Recommended Routings:
SIDS and STARS have not been included in the recommended routings but it is encouraged that you file the available SIDS/STARS as the weather and runway configurations dictate at the estimated times of departure and arrival.
